Developmental Watch:

Children need concrete experiences to understand concepts like:
fewer, more, less, most, least, equal, same, large, larger, largest.
As these are abstract concepts, they require direction and discussion.

J Encourage students to set up an arrangement of objects to
test out their answers.

. Encourage students to touch one, count one.

J Allow students to draw circles around a set to identify which is
bigger or smaller etc.

J Ask the students to explain what they mean by fewer,
more than, less than, compare, etc.

J Encourage students to talk about quantities
e.g.they need more crayons etc.
